Montreal, January 22, 2009. For the Family Literacy Day (FLD) organized by ABC Canada, thousands of families from 
coast to coast will attempt to break a world record in family literacy by reading Robert Munsch stories. The Canadian 
author is the event’s Honorary President. The current Guinness World Record™ of children being read to simultaneously 
by an adult is currently held by the United States, with the record number of 78,791 children.

The McCord Museum, currently exhibiting Much More Munsch until April 26 2009, a whimsical exhibition on the work 
of this celebrated children’s author, will take part in the FLD challenge by hosting a Munsch story time in English and 
French. The event fits into the Museum’s educational and community-oriented mission as it promotes exchanges 
between generations and encourages the discovery and love of reading.

This next Saturday, January 24, from 10 am to 2 pm, families will be admitted free of charge to the Museum to take 
part in this literacy challenge where Munsch stories will be read in both languages... actors, teachers, museum 
curators, parents and grandparents have volunteered to read and capture the children’s imaginations. For this read-o-
thon, the McCord’s goal is to read to 420 children! While on site, families can extend their Munsch experience by visiting 
the interactive exhibition Much More Munsch dedicated to the work of the author.
