Born in Pennsylvania, Robert Munsch immigrated to Canada in the mid-1970s, and it was here that he first
enjoyed literary success. Munsch is the top selling children’s author in the country and is recognized around
the world. His best-known books include Makeup Mess, Princess in a Paper Bag, Mortimer and Mud Puddle.
