Montreal, February 2, 2009 — Within the Montreal High Lights Festival, the McCord Museum is offering free admission to
visitors of all ages for its Irish Night on Saturday February 28, from 8 pm to 2 am. Take part in a night of singing, dancing
and storytelling to celebrate the McCord’s new exhibition Being Irish O'Quebec (opening March 20, 2009)

Throughout the night, the Celtic musical group Siamsa will tempt even the most shy to dance. The night will also feature
an Irish pub experience at the heart of the Museum as well as Irish storytelling with Mike Burns who will captivate both
young and old with stories and legends from his homeland.

Beer tasting for adults only (18 years and older), a charge will be applied. Activities will be offered in French and English.

Siamsa, Gaelic for “pleasant musical diversion”, is a Montreal school of Irish dancing, singing and music. It is also the
name of the musical group composed primarily of teachers from the school.

Storyteller Mike Burns was born in Ireland but has lived in Quebec for more than 20 years. He finds his inspiration
in ancient legends of his homeland, filled with heroes and battles, magic and mischief, love and resentment.

Being Irish O’Quebec is a McCord Museum exhibition on the integration of Irish immigrants and their contribution to the
social, political and economical landscape of Quebec, from the founding of New-France to today. Opening March 20,
2009.
