A well-dressed love story
A magical island to delight children
Frédéric Lavoie, artist-in-residence

Montreal, August 13, 2014 — Starting November 2014, Montrealers are
invited to see a collection of elegant dresses while following the twists and
turns of a love story, from a boy-meets-girl encounter to their trip down the
aisle. Children will embark on a search for a ship’s crew stranded on an
island of toys, part of an annual adventure eagerly awaited by young and old
alike as the Holiday Season approaches! Also worth seeing, will be a new
video installation by artist-in-residence Frédéric Lavoie. Films and lectures
will be featured as well from September 10.

Montrealers can look forward to a musical fall as the exhibition Music —
Quebec: From Charlebois to Arcade Fire continues until October 13.
Visitors will also have until November 23 to rekindle memories by seeing the
exhibition Bens, The Legendary Deli. There are still a few weeks to take in
two entertaining, nostalgic trips through 50 years of Montreal and Quebec
history.

NEW EXHIBITIONS

Lovein Fine Fashion
November 20, 2014 to April 19, 2015

This exhibition features 30 gorgeous wedding dresses and accessories —
shoes, bags, gloves — all part of real-life love stories. The exhibition unfolds
as a narrative about a romance in a contemporary setting designed by
Richard Lacroix. The story is told in eight chapters through 63 popular
French and English expressions such as “lever les voiles sur ses sentiments”
or “she was a true gem,” which call attention to garments or their details. The
oldest accessory is a hat from 1816. Designs by two great ladies of Montreal
fashion, Marie-Paule Nolin and Gaby Bernier, will be shown along with a
dress from 1984 by Serge et Réal. Nineteenth-century lace gowns, a 1970s
crocheted mini-dress, gowns with trains or short dresses from the 1920s, in
silk, satin, organza or bead-encrusted fabric — nothing was too beautiful to
adorn the bride! The stories of several women who owned the dresses and
accessories will also be part of the exhibition. With a few exceptions, all of
the items come from the McCord Museum’s Costume and Textiles collection.
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The Island of Toys
November 16, 2014 to April 6, 2015

Enormously popular with families, the annual toy exhibition is back for a fifth
year with a new theme and new things to learn and experience. A captain
finds himself alone aboard a sinking ship during a northern expedition. The
children set out on a mission to find the crew members who have reached an
island of lost toys. Once they set foot on the island, they enter a fantastic
world — a forest with amazing characters worthy of fairy tales that will delight
visitors from 3 to 9 years old. The exhibition brings together some 200 toys
from the McCord Museum'’s collections, most of them never shown before.

Frédéric Lavoie, artist-in-residence
December 11, 2014 to March 15, 2015

Fascinated by the richness of the McCord archives, Frédéric Lavoie is
creating a video installation as part of the Museum’s artist-in-residence
program.The artist draws, inspiration not only from the Notman Photographic
Archives, but also the collections in Ethnology and Archeology, Costume and
Textiles, and Decorative Arts, as well as paintings, prints and drawings.
Lavoie’s work looks at the strange nature of our relationships with objects in
a reinterpretation of the whole collection through post-apocalyptic fiction and
the timeless theme of a rediscovered lost civilization.

CURRENT EXHIBITIONS

Music — Quebec: From Charlebois to Arcade Fire
Until October 13, 2014

In addition to some one hundred songs and videos, the exhibition features
almost 200 objects, including photos, posters, archival documents, album
covers, manuscripts, costumes and accessories, guitars, instruments and
artefacts. It tells the history of Quebec in song from the 1960s to today,
showing how artists and musicians of the period contributed to Quebecers’
sense of identity and the vibrancy of social trends.

“If you want to know more about the history of a people or a nation, you’ll learn more
through songs than all the political speeches put together,” Robert Charlebois during
a visit to the exhibition on July 23, 2014.

Bens, The Legendary Deli
Until November 23, 2014

This exhibition about the famous Montreal smoked meat restaurant, which
closed in 2006, brings together some 100 objects, including posters,
architectural plans, photos, counter stools, dishes, utensils, and testimonials,
from the McCord Museum'’s collections, that chronicle the life of this mythical
place. Night and day, it attracted thousands of people from every walk of life
who rubbed shoulders with celebrities — politicians Jacques Parizeau and
Jean Charest, Mad Dog Vachon from the world of sports, poets and artists
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such as Leonard Cohen, and even international stars, among them Michael
Jackson, Bette Midler, Catherine Deneuve and many others.

These two exhibitions bring to life the moments of Montreal’s rich not-so-
distant past. No extension is planned.

COMING IN 2015

Camp Fires: The Queer Baroque of Léopold L. Foulem, Paul
Mathieu and Richard Milette
April 9 to August 16, 2015

This exhibition features 70 pieces in a survey of work by renowned Canadian
ceramists Léopold L. Foulem, Paul Mathieu and Richard Milette. For the
past thirty years, these artists have been exploring “camp” themes and the
gay male experience with an aesthetically powerful body of work rooted in
the history of ceramics and contemporary culture. The exhibition has been
organized and circulated by the Gardiner Museum of Toronto.
