This year's event will showcase Canadian
wines from vineyards in Ontario. Excellent wines will be presented by
representatives from Stratus Vineyards, Tawse Winery, Coyote’s Run Estate Winery,
Flat Rock Cellars and Pillitteri Estates Winery.

To enhance the wine tasting experience, ESKA and Premiere Moisson will also offer
products. Epicureans will thoroughly enjoy the wide variety of delicacies featured,
from savoury appetizers from Restaurant Leméac and delicious hors d'ceuvres and
pasta from Julien-Leblanc Traiteur to sumptuous BIOBIO cheeses and GROK
products.
