THE McCORD MUSEUM WELCOMES THE 34™ EDITION OF THE INTERNATIONAL
FESTIVAL OF FILMS ON ART

Montreal, March 1, 2016 — The McCord Museum is pleased to participate in the 34"
edition of the International Festival of Films on Art (FIFA), which will be held this year
from March 10 to 20, 2016. The Museum, in collaboration with the Festival, will offer four
days of public screenings in the J.A. Bombardier Theatre: Friday, March 11; Saturday,
March 12; Saturday, March 19; and Sunday, March 20. A special event will also be
held on Saturday, March 19 at 12:30 p.m. The films presented at the McCord Museum
and carefully selected by FIFA will focus largely on themes related to the rich collections
of the Museum and will underscore the important role played by photography, fashion
and Aboriginal culture.

“‘We are delighted to be part of the 2016 FIFA program,” said Suzanne Sauvage,
President and Chief Executive Officer of the McCord Museum. “The 24 films presented
as part of this program are reflective of the Museum and its exhibitions and stand apart
through their diversity, contemporaneity, originality and boldness. These short and long
features are also aligned to our mission, as they speak to people from Montreal and
beyond and look at history from a current angle.”

Refaire le chemin. by artist-in-residence Nadia Myre,
highlights objects from the Museum’s ethnological collection through a contemporary
installation that bears witness to her aboriginal identity and recontextualizes it.
